ROLO members are a group of 980 people who enjoy the freedom of walking in the natural beauty of Chief Whitecap Park...with our dogs off-leash.  As a community, ROLO members love nature, believe in conservation of wildlife and want to keep this park in its natural state, without development.  We are from all ages and occupations: students, teachers, nurses, doctors, scientists, police, lawyers, retirees and families.  Some have walked in the park for 40 years.  

We are stewards of the park and have cleaned up garbage and broken glass, put out fires and reported vandalism to RCMP and Corman Park police.  ROLO has worked hard to educate everyone to pick up any dog poop they see.  We hope we can work with the MVA in the future to plant native grass and trees in the field, irresponsibly plowed up to kill gophers in late 2008 by the City’s tenant farmer.  
ROLO formed three years ago in response to the City’s plans to develop the park.  Administrators from Leisure Services, Parks, as well as the Whitecap Dakota First Nations and the MVA were planning to develop the south end of the park. We went to City Council and gained a seat on the Master Plan Steering Committee but our wishes, as the park users, were ignored.  In January 2009, the planners proclaimed that a NO DOG interpretive center for day camps in the south half of the park, the closing of the south end parking lot and restrictions of some trails to ON-LEASH would be the proposed Master Plan.  ROLO went back to City Council in force.  The planners will be holding a Public Open House for their plan and then will take it to City Council for a vote.  ROLO is continuing the fight for Council to listen to the park users, not the planners, when deciding the fate of the park.

Recently, we polled all City Council candidates to get their attitudes about pets in parks prior to the October 28, 2009 civic election.  Please read their responses (in the documents tab) and vote strategically.   As a member, we will count on you to come out to the Public Open House and to City Council when these decisions will be made.  We would also love to have you if you would donate your time and energy to our steering committee.
